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Task and function 
The device is designed to provide illumination for indoor photography and 
videography. It can be operated on the mains and attached to a stand or a 
pantograph. 

The device has an LED output of 50 W. Using the rotary switch, the energy 
can be adjusted across an energy range from 10 %–100 %. Swapping the 
light shaping tool offers further options to change the quality of the 
lighting. 

The color temperature is 5000 K and cannot be changed.

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Commissioning the device 

To commission the device, proceed as follows: 
ü Remove the transport cap (see page 19). 
ü Make sure the protection glass is installed. 
ü Mount the light shaping tool (see page 22). 
ü Connect the mains cable (see page 25). 
ü Turn on the device using the main switch (see page 33).

Removing and installing the transport cap 

 WARNING 

 

Heat is generated during the operation of the device, which 
can lead to a fire if the transport cap is in place. 

ü Always remove the transport cap before use. 
  

To remove the transport cap from the device, proceed as follows: 
ü Hold the transport cap (3) firmly. 
ü Press the lock on the device (1) to the stop against the spring force. 
ü Remove the transport cap (3). 
ü Guide the lock (1) into the starting position using the spring force. 
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To install the transport cap, proceed as follows: 
ü Press the lock (1) against the spring force to the limit stop. 
ü Place the transport cap (3) on the device in such a manner that the 

three mounting claws (2) are inside the transport cap (3) and engage in 
the openings. 

ü Hold the transport cap (3) firmly while guiding the lock (1) into the 
starting position using the spring force. 

ü Make sure the transport cap (3) is seated correctly. 
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Installing and removing the protection glass 

 WARNING 

 

Heat is generated during the operation of the device. 
Touching the device at the front can lead to severe burns. 

ü Always let the device cool down for 5 to 10 minutes 
before mounting or removing components.  

  

To install the protection glass (1), proceed as follows: 
ü Wear gloves according to EN 407. 
ü Tilt the protection glass (1) slightly and insert it into one of the three 

springs (2). 
ü Insert the protection glass (1) into the second spring (2) using slight 

pressure. 
ü Press the protection glass (1) into the third spring (2) until it engages 

securely. 
  

 

  

To remove the protection glass (1), proceed as follows: 
ü Tilt the protection glass (1) slightly and so that it disengages from two of 

the three springs (2) one after the other. 
ü Release the protection glass (1) from the third spring (2) by pulling it 

slightly and remove it.  
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Mounting the light shaping tool on/removing it from the 
device 

 WARNING

ü Always let the device cool down for 5 to 10 minutes 
before mounting or removing components.  

  

 IMPORTANT! 

 
When mounting or removing the light shaping tool on and 
from the device, the protection glass can be damaged. 

ü Do not touch the protection glass with the light shaping 
tool. 

ü Make sure the device is held firmly when mounting and 
removing the light shaping tool. 

ü When mounting the light shaping tool, place it evenly 
onto the device. 

ü When mounting and removing the light shaping tool, 
hold it firmly with one hand. 
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To mount the light shaping tool onto the device, proceed as follows: 
ü Press the lock (1) against the spring force to the limit stop. 
ü Place the light shaping tool (3) on the device in such a manner that the 

three mounting claws (2) are inside the light shaping tool (3).  
ü Hold the light shaping tool (3) firmly while guiding the lock (1) into the 

starting position using the spring force. 
ü Make sure the light shaping tool (3) is seated correctly. 
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To remove the light shaping tool, proceed as follows: 
ü Hold the light shaping tool (3) firmly in one hand. 
ü With the other hand, press the lock (1) to the stop against the spring 

force. 

The light shaping tool will be released from the three mounting claws (2). 

ü Remove the light shaping tool (3) from the device and set it aside. 
ü Guide the lock (1) into the starting position again using the spring force. 
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Connecting and disconnecting the mains cable 
To connect the mains cable, proceed as follows: 
ü Insert the plug of the mains cable into the mains socket (1) of the 

device. 
ü Connect the mains cable to a mains outlet. 
  

 

  

To remove the mains cable from the device, proceed as follows: 
ü Remove the mains cable from the mains socket. 
ü Remove the plug of the mains cable from the mains socket (1) of the 

device.

Mounting the device on/removing it from a stand  
To mount the device on a stand, proceed as follows: 
ü Loosen the knurled screw (1). 
ü Make sure that you do not completely unscrew the knurled screw (1). 
ü Place the device on the stand (2) and tighten the knurled screw (1). 
  

 

  

To remove the device from the stand, proceed as follows: 
ü Loosen the knurled screw (1). 
ü Remove the device from the stand (2). 
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Rotating and tilting the device 

 CAUTION 

 

Crushing injuries can occur when loosening the locking 
lever. 

ü To prevent twisting and tipping over, hold the device 
firmly with one hand while loosening the locking lever 
with the other. 

  

When mounting the device onto a stand or pantograph, the device can be 
rotated horizontally by 360° and tilted vertically by approx. 180°.  
ü To rotate the device horizontally, loosen the knurled screw (1). 
ü Rotate the device into the desired position and tighten the knurled 

screw (1). 
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ü To tilt the device vertically, loosen the locking lever (1). 
ü Pivot the device into the desired position and tighten the locking lever 

(1). 
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Mounting the device on/removing it from a pantograph  

 WARNING 

 

If the device is attached to a pantograph, the mounting can 
become loose and the device can fall, potentially leading to 
injuries. 

ü Secure the device with an additional locking screw (M6 x 
16). 

ü Secure the device with the safety rope (see 
“Accessories”, page 41). 

  

The device can be mounted on a pantograph, boom or telescopic boom. 
The mounting of the device on/removal of the device from a stay arm is 
described below.  
  

To mount the device on a pantograph, proceed as follows: 
ü Loosen the knurled screw (2) without unscrewing it completely. 
ü Guide the device onto the spigot of the pantograph (3). 
ü Screw the locking screw (1) into the opening on the other side of the 

swivel head and tighten it so that it is hand-tight. 
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ü Guide the safety rope (1) through a suitable and stable opening in the 
stay arm as seen in the following figure. 

ü Open the screw hook (4). 
ü Insert the rope thimble (3) into the screw hook (4). 
ü Insert the screw hook into the hanger clip (2). 
ü Close the screw hook (4) tightly again. 
  

 

  

 
When working with a boom or telescopic boom, you can just wrap the 
safety rope several times around the tube of the boom or telescopic 
boom and fasten it to the device as described above. 

  

To remove the device, proceed as follows: 
ü Open the screw hook (4). 
ü Remove the screw hook (4) from the hanger clip (2). 
ü Remove the rope thimble (3) from the screw hook (4). 
ü Remove the safety rope (1) from the opening of the pantograph. 
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ü Loosen the locking screw (1). 
ü Loosen the knurled screw (2). 
ü Remove the device from the spigot of the stay arm (3). 
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Mounting the umbrella on/removing it from the device 
To mount the umbrella on the device, proceed as follows: 
ü Loosen the knurled screw (2).  
ü Make sure that you do not completely unscrew the knurled screw (2). 
ü Push the umbrella rod (3) into the umbrella holder (1). 
ü Tighten the knurled screw (2). 
  

 

  

To remove the umbrella, proceed as follows: 
ü Hold the umbrella firmly with one hand. 
ü Loosen the knurled screw (2). 
ü Make sure that you do not completely unscrew the knurled screw (2). 
ü Pull the umbrella out of the umbrella holder (1). 
ü Tighten the knurled screw (2) again. 
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Operating the device 

Activating and deactivating the device 
ü Make sure the mains voltage is between 100 V and 240 V, 50 & 60 Hz. 
ü Make sure the device is connected. 
ü To switch on the device, set the main switch (1) to the “I” position. 
ü To deactivate the device, set the main switch (1) to the “0” position. 
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Adjusting the energy 
The device energy can be set freely between 10% and 100%. To adjust it, 
proceed as follows: 
ü Make sure the device is activated. 
ü To increase the energy level, turn the rotary switch (1) clockwise. 
ü To decrease the energy level, turn the rotary switch (1) counter-

clockwise. 
  

 

  

 
The device fan makes a low sound when running. This sound is 
audible at close quarters and may interfere with live audio recordings. 
For live audio recordings, always ensure that the microphone is 
positioned some distance away from the device. 

  

 
The 9” metal light shaping tool is ideal for maximum luminous efficacy 
at an even light distribution. 

  

 
The use of large metal light shaping tools may increase operating 
noise. Softboxes, on the other hand, reduce operating noise and are 
well suited both for short subject distances and due to their lighting 
characteristics.

To transport and store the device, proceed as follows: 
ü Turn off the device at the main switch (see page 33). 
ü Remove the mains cable from the power mains. 
ü Remove the mains cable from the device (see page 25). 
ü Do not store the device in locations exposed to heat, moisture, frost or 

cold. 
ü Cover the device. 
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Servicing the device 

Caring for and cleaning the device 

 WARNING 

 

Heat is generated during the operation of the device. 
Touching the device at the front can lead to severe burns. 

ü Let the device cool down for 5 to 15 minutes before 
cleaning.  

  

To guarantee electrical safety, the device must be cleaned regularly. To 
clean it, proceed as follows. 
ü Regularly clean the outside of the device with a dry cloth. 
  

Regular inspection 

National safety regulations – e.g. the Industrial Safety Act (BetrSichV) and 
DGUV Regulation 3 (formerly BGV A3) in Germany – require inspection and 
maintenance of electrical devices at regular intervals. The operating safety 
of devices and accessories must be checked regularly. An annual inspection 
of the devices should be carried out for the safety of the users and to 
retain the value of the device. 

The regulations specified above (BetrSichV and DGUV Regulation 3 
(formerly BGV A3) apply to Germany; please observe the corresponding 
local regulations in your country. 
  

Maintenance schedule

ü Grease the thread of the knurled screw for the stand adapter every 1-2 
years.

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Replacing a defective protection glass

To replace the protection glass, proceed as follows: 
ü Turn off the device at the main switch (see page 33). 
ü Remove the mains cable (see page  25). 
ü Remove the light shaping tool (see page 22). 
ü Remove the defective protection glass (see page 21). 
ü Mount the new protection glass (see page 21). 
ü Mount the light shaping tool (see page 22). 
ü Connect the mains cable (see page 25). 
ü Turn on the device at the main switch (see page 33). 
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Replacing a defective fuse of the mains connection 
To replace the defective fuse, proceed as follows: 
ü Switch off the device at the main switch (1). 
ü Remove the mains cable (see page25). 
ü Open the fuse holder (2) with a small screwdriver or similar tool and pull 

it out. 

The fuse holder (2) contains two fuses: the blown fuse and the spare fuse. 
  

 

  

ü Remove the blown fuse. 
ü Insert the spare fuse into the fuse holder (2). 
ü Carefully push the fuse holder (2) into the housing again until it snaps 

into place and is flush with the device surface. 
  

 
Remember to insert a new spare fuse as soon as possible. 
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Disposing of the device and packaging 

In Germany 
ü Dispose of the packaging of the device, separated according to material. 

Use local options for collecting paper, cardboard and lightweight 
packaging. 

ü Dispose of the device and accessories separately from domestic waste. 
Information regarding collection points that accept old devices free of 
charge can be obtained from your municipal authority.
